
National World War II Museum Scarf Pattern 
 
Materials:  (yarn is suggested based on this pattern, you may use other yarn, just adapt stitch 
count according to weight and bulkiness of yarn chosen) 

1 skeins Lamb’s Pride Worsted in Old Sage or Navy (MC) 190yds per skein 
1/2 skein Lamb’s Pride Worsted in Aran (CC) 
sz 8 US needles 
 
Gauge 6st per inch 
 
Cast on 30 st in MC (or approx 6”) 
Knit 15 rows in garter stitch 
*switch to CC and K6 rows, change back to MC and K6 rows* 
Repeat * until there are three stripes in CC 
In MC, knit in garter stitch until piece is 48-60” from beg depending on length pref 
Repeat stripe pattern and finish with 15 rows in MC 
BO all stitches 
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
