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WALT EHLERS: A HISTORY OF SERVICE

In 1940, Walter “Walt” Ehlers of Kansas wanted to join his brother Roland in the US Army but
needed his mother’s permission to enlist since he was not yet of age. Serving in the same unit, the 3rd
Infantry Division, the two brothers first saw combat in North Africa, landing near Casablanca during
Operation Torch, then at the famous battle of El Guettar, where the Americans were able to defeat

the more experienced German forces.

They were transferred to the Ist Infantry Division together and participated in the invasion of
and battle for Sicily. The Ehlers brothers then shipped to England in preparation to spearhead
the Normandy invasion with the Ist Infantry Division. In anticipation of high casualties, their

commander placed the brothers in different companies, to avoid both brothers being killed. Before

they parted ways, Walt and Roland made a promise to shake hands on top of the bluffs overlooking
Omaha Beach.

WALTER D. EHLERS
1921 - 2014

Staff Sergeant, US Army,
18th Infantry, Ist Infantry Division

Landing on June 6, 1944, Staff Sergeant Walt Ehlers and his entire squad made it off the

beach unscathed and pushed inland. Unfortunately, Roland wouldn’t make it up to the
bluffs; he was among the more than 1,400 Americans killed in action that day.

On June 9, 1944, near the small Norman village of Goville, Ehlers led his men on an

attack that knocked out a German mortar position and multiple machine gun nests. The
next day, as his unit encountered German resistance, he was wounded while covering the
retreat of his comrades. Despite his wound, he carried one of his squad members back to
safety. It would be six long months before Walt learned that he was awarded the Medal of

Honor for these actions.

After the Normandy campaign, Ehlers and the Ist Infantry Division pushed across France,
into the Hiirtgen Forest, and then into Germany. In addition to the Medal of Honor,
Ehlers received three Purple Hearts and a Silver Star. Following the war, Ehlers became an
advocate for military veteran benefits, interviewing a wide range of veterans through his
work with the Veterans Administration. The National WWII Museum is honored to have
Walter Ehlers's Medal of Honor and oral history in our collection and on exhibit.



DAY TWO

LA ROCHE-GUYON / LES ANDELYS

This morning, arrive at La Roche-Guyon, the famous 12th-century chateau on the Seine where
German Field Marshal Erwin Rommel had his headquarters. At La Roche-Guyon, “The Desert
Fox” planned and prepared the tough defenses that the Allies encountered on D-Day, as well as the
German movements during the campaign that followed. After lunch onboard the ship, dock at Les
Andelys and visit Chateau Gaillard—Richard the Lionheart’s 12th-century stronghold—offering
inspiring views of the Seine River. Accommodations: SS Joie de Vivre (B, L, R, D)

ERWIN ROMMEL: “THE DESERT FOX"

Field Marshal Erwin Rommel was Germany’s most celebrated commander during the war.
Known as “The Desert Fox” for his achievements against the British in North Africa, he

was appointed by Hitler to be in command of the Normandy region’s coastal fortifications
and defenses. When he arrived in November 1943, he quickly and markedly improved the

German defenses that would await the Allies on D-Day.



DAY FOUR

ROUEN / DIEPPE

On the northern coast of France lies the fishing community of Dieppe. It was here in August 1942, that

the ill-fated Allied raid, consisting mostly of Canadian forces, offered invaluable lessons for D-Day
nearly two years later. Marvel at the smooth stones that make up the beach and imagine the difficulty

of landing and advancing while under fire. The boardwalk behind the beach contains tributes to the
men who came ashore in hopes of liberating the town, and a keen eye will be able to spot the German
emplacements on the cliffs above Dieppe. After free time for lunch, explore this charming seaside town
then return to Rouen. Described by Victor Hugo as “the city with a hundred bell towers,” and the scene
of the Eighth Air Force’s first bombing mission over Europe in 1942, take part in a walking tour of the
town center or return to the ship to relax before dinner this evening.

DAY THREE

VERSAILLES

This morning, dock in Mantes-la-Jolie, gateway to both the city of Versailles and the commune of
Auvers-sur-Oise. At the end of World War I, the world’s statesmen gathered at the Palace of Versailles
to sign the ill-fated peace treaty ending “The Great War.” The defeated Germans ultimately rejected
the harsh provisions of the Treaty of Versailles, setting the stage for another world war just two decades
later. Visit the famous Galerie des Glaces (Hall of Mirrors), the actual site of the treaty signing. Also
included is an exclusive tour of the royal apartments, which still look much as they did when Louis XVI
and Marie Antoinette fled before an outraged mob in 1789.

BAYEUX / DISEMBARK THE SS JOIE DE VIVRE

Spend the morning exploring the picturesque town of Bayeux. Bayeux’s origins go back to the
Gallo-Roman period. In 924, it was incorporated into the lands of Rollo, Viking warrior and first
Duke of Normandy. At that time, Bayeux was the second largest city in Normandy after Rouen. Tour
the Romanesque cathedral that was completed during the reign of William the Conqueror. After free
time to shop and have lunch at your leisure, head to Rouen to embark on the luxurious SS Joie de Vivre.

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DAY SIX

THE BRITISH SECTOR

Today’s tour of Normandy begins where British airborne troops fired the first shots of the invasion at
the crucial Pegasus Bridge. Landing their wooden gliders just yards from the bridge, the men of the
British 6th Airborne Division surprised the defenders and scored D-Day’s first victory. The tour then
follows the coastal road past Sword, Juno, and Gold Beaches before arriving in Arromanches, known
for the remains of an artificial Mulberry harbor, constructed by the Allies after D-Day. Next is a trip

to Longues-sur-Mer, the only German battery in Normandy with the original guns still in place.

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DAY SEVEN

US AIRBORNE: SAINTE-MERE-EGLISE & UTAH BEACH

This morning starts with a visit to La Fiere Bridge, the scene of heavy fighting from June 6-8,
1944. Seizing this strategic causeway resulted in over 250 American casualties. Next, visit the
town of Sainte—Mére—Eglise, where paratroopers landed during the predawn hours of D-Day.
Dropping into the town square, the men of the 82nd Airborne Division fought tenaciously
against the German defenders for control of this vital crossroads. Tour highlights include a
visit to Musée Airborne and to the famous church. This afternoon, visit Utah Beach, one of
the two American landing beaches, which consisted of four crucial causeways that allowed for
the invasion forces to advance off the beach and through the flooded fields. Hear the story of
General Theodore Roosevelt Jr., and visit the Utah Beach Landing Museum, which features

a restored B-26 Marauder and detailed re-creations of the German beach defenses. End the
touring day with a stop at Brécourt Manor, the scene of the assault led by Dick Winters famously
depicted in the HBO miniseries Band of Brothers. Accommodations: Chateau (B, L, R, D)

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DAY EIGHT

POINTE DU HOC / OMAHA BEACH / NORMANDY
AMERICAN CEMETERY

The morning touring begins at Pointe du Hoc, where the 2nd Ranger Battalion landed at the base

of a 100-foot cliff and scaled the vertical face in order to neutralize this heavily fortified German
position. A visit to nearby “Bloody Omaha” honors the sacrifice on its sands, while a close-up view of
the intricate German defense system at Saint-Laurent-sur-Mer and Vierville-sur-Mer gives a sense of
the overwhelming odds those soldiers faced. The day concludes with a visit to the Normandy American
Cemetery to pay respects to the 9,387 Americans buried in the ground they helped liberate. Enjoy a

“Farewell to Normandy” dinner at the chateau this evening.

DAY ONE: PARIS UNDER OCCUPATION / DEPORTATION
After morning arrivals into Paris Charles de Gualle Airport (CDGQG), transfer to Prince de Galles, Paris

to store your luggage and enjoy lunch in the area prior to afternoon touring. begin your adventure

with visits to the Trocadero and the iconic Eiffel Tower, where you’ll enjoy breathtaking views and gain
insights into what living in Paris was like after it fell to the Nazis in 1940. When the Nazis took power

in Paris, the mass roundups and deportations of Jews had not yet begun at a large scale. The significant
roundup, known as the Vel’ d'Hiv Roundup (Rafle du Vel’ d’Hiv), took place later, on July 16-17, 194.2.
During this roundup, approximately 13,000 Jews, including about 4,000 children, were arrested by
French police acting on German orders. The Jews who were rounded up during this period were initially
held in temporary detention centers in and around Paris, such as the Vélodrome d’Hiver sports arena,
Drancy internment camp, and other locations. From these holding areas, they were deported primarily to

Auschwitz concentration camp in Poland, where most of them were killed.

Learn more about their stories at the Vel d’Hiv Monument, the Children’s Memorial Garden, and Jewish
Deportation Memorial, a moving tribute to those who suffered during the Holocaust. After lunch on your
own, Walk in the footsteps of resistance fighters on a guided tour from Notre Dame to the Luxembourg
Gardens, uncovering stories of bravery and resilience. After a welcome reception and lecture, this evening

is free to explore Paris on your own. Accommodations: Prince de Galles, Paris (R)

DAY TWO: LIBERATION

Visit the solemn grounds of Mount Valerian and its cemetery located in Suresnes, a suburb just west of
Paris. It served as a major execution ground where the Nazis executed over a thousand resistance fighters
and hostages. Visitors can explore the memorial site and learn about the acts of bravery and resistance
that took place there during the war. After lunch with the group, spend the afternoon at the Paris
Liberation Museum. Situated near the Montparnasse area, the museum is dedicated to the history of the
city’s liberation during World War II. Opened in 2019, the museum is housed in a building that was once
the headquarters of the resistance leader Colonel Rol-Tanguy. The exhibits provide an in-depth look at
the occupation of Paris, the French Resistance, and the eventual liberation of the city in 1944.. Visitors
can explore a wealth of artifacts, documents, photographs, and personal testimonies that vividly depict
the struggles and triumphs of this pivotal period in history. The museum also features an immersive
underground bunker used by the resistance, offering a unique glimpse into the clandestine operations that

helped free Paris. This evening is free to explore Paris on your own. Accommodations: Prince de Galles, Paris (B, L)
